Welcome to the final bulletin of the 2023/24 Monkey League season. 

Winners and losers 

Admittedly a lot has happened since our last bulletin, but please read on to learn more about 
last season’s over (and under) performers. 

In the Premier League, Aston Villa are crowned 2023/24 Monkey League champs, pipping 
Arsenal and Bournemouth who finish joint runners-up. “Official” champions Man City manage 
only eighth, sandwiched between Crystal Palace and West Ham United. Significant 
handicaps given to Burnley and Sheffield United were not enough to save them from the 
Monkey drop, joining the Blades at the bottom of the table are Man United who will want to 
cut away from the league campaign to focus on their FA Cup triumph. 

The Tractor boys seemingly never ran out of diesel as they stormed to the Monkey League 
Championship title, comfortably clear of other teams tipped to do well at the start of the 
season, and in fact are the Monkey League team of the season, accruing most points across 
all four divisions. At the other end Rotherham and Huddersfield fared no better than they did 
in the actual campaign.  

Portsmouth edge out Stevenage to win the Monkey League – League 1 title but it was a 
valiant effort from the runner up who the bookies had finishing in the relegation places last 
September. The division’s Pedigree side, Derby County, can only muster fifth place this time, 
Carlisle and especially Reading disappoint at the foot of the table. 

Things couldn’t be tighter in Monkey League – League 2 with the top 4 sides split by just a 
single point and the top 3 sides level at the summit. Some say by virtue of having a higher 
handicap and others by alphabetical order that Crewe are this year’s champions. Will they 
have chance to let off some steam before they seek promotion again next season after play-
off final disappointment? The Class of ‘92 owned Salford City coincidentally find themselves 
92nd in the Monkey League pyramid for 23/24.

Good news is everyone managed to beat at least some of the monkeys this season, bad 
news for Sarah Abraham is she only out-predicted three and walks away with this year’s 
wooden spoon.
